This information and fee schedule is effective April 25, 2026, through November 21, 2026. 

 
Operational Day/Time 

The Transfer Station is open to residential residents of the Town of Hermon only, no 
commercial/contractor use allowed. Annual permit is required to access the facility.

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Transfer Station General Information 
Permit and Fee Schedule 

 
Annual Permit, proof of residency required. $10.00 

Bulky Items (example: furniture, mattress) $20.00 per item 

Propane Tanks – portable, only accepted if empty with valve removed  $10.00 per item 

Scrap Metal – *No charge for small single items (arm full) $30.00 per load 

White Goods (with or without freon) $20.00 per item 

Computer/CPU, Laptop, Hard drives, Printers/Fax/Scanner $ 5.00 each 
Television/CRT Monitors 

Smoke detectors $10.00 each 

Specialty Recycling 
Car Batteries $10.00 each 
Cell Phones $ 5.00 each 
Light Bulbs to include: $ 2.00 each 

Halogen/Incandescent bulbs/U-Bend/Circle/

Grass clippings and clean leaf waster - compost area No Charge 

Demolition Debris – No shingles, roofing material allowed. 

Passenger Vehicle/SUV (if material inside) $10.00 
No trailer attached 

Pick-up Truck - 6ft bed (short) $25.00 
Pick-up Truck – 8ft bed (long) $50.00 
Utility Trailer smaller than 6x10 $25.00 
Utility Trailer 6x10 or larger $50.00 
Pick-up with sideboards $75.00 
Single Axle Dump trailer $50.00 
Dual Axle Dump trailer $75.00 
Pick-up Truck with dump body $75.00 

 
Example: 

Passenger/SUV no material inside and hauling utility trailer 6x10. 
$0.00 + $50.00 = $50.00 

Pick-up 6ft bed is full of debris and hauling utility trailer. 
$25.00 + $50.00 = $75.00 
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Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) 
 
Q: How do I prove that I am a Hermon resident? 
 
A: Residents wishing to use the transfer station must purchase a vehicle window sticker at 

the Town Office or the transfer station with a valid vehicle registration. The sticker is to 
be placed on the inside windshield of the vehicle transporting the waste. The cost per 
sticker is $10.00 (No commercial/contractor use will be accepted). 

 
Note: The Hermon Transfer Station accepts only residential materials generated in 
Hermon. 

 
Q: What materials will not be accepted at the Hermon Transfer Station? 
 
A: Examples of unacceptable waste include: hazardous waste, paint, tires, auto parts, 

shingles, chemicals, any liquid waste, waste oil, medical-related waste, pathological 
waste, dead animals, abandoned or junk vehicles, tree stumps, telephone poles, railroad 
ties, metal panels greater than 8 feet long, friable asbestos materials, pesticides, sealed 
drums, pressurized gas cylinders & tanks (full or partially full), hot ashes, odiferous 
waste, and wastewater sludge. 

 
Q: Where can I take a large amount of construction debris? 

A:  Construction and demolition debris can be taken to the Pine Tree landfill located at 358 
Emerson Mill Road in Hampden.  Mon-Fri 7:30am-5:00pm and Sat 8:00am-12:00pm if 
you have any questions regarding dates, times, or fee schedules Please call Pine Tree at 
207-862-4200 

Q: Does the Town of Hermon recycle? 
 
A:  Zero sort and cardboard recycling is available at the Town Office parking lot. Cardboard 

boxes must be broken down before disposal. 
 
Q: Does the Town of Hermon have specialty recycling at the Transfer Station? 

A: Yes, specialty recycling includes, but is not limited to electronics waste, televisions, 
monitors, and fluorescent lamps. 

Q: Does the transfer station take grass clippings and leaves? 

A: Yes, the transfer station now accepts clean leaves and grass only at our compost area – 
free of charge. Contaminated grass and leaf waste will not be accepted at the compost 
area. 

 
Q: How do I dispose of brush and tree limbs? 
 
A: We do not accept. We are unaware of a company accepting brush or tree limbs. 
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
